him/her to contact or send a letter to the address of
the offenders stating that they MUST stop the loud noise. If
violators refuse, NPO can contact the city law department
where an attorney is assigned who specializes in nuisance
abatement proceedings. Once the paperwork is started, the
landlord/owner must evict them or a LEIN is put on the prop-
erty.

DID YOU KNOW?

Garbage Ordinance

You could face a steep fine for leaving your garbage container out
on the street after a scheduled pickup? Your container also must be
placed in the rear of your home — not in view. As a courtesy,
please be a thoughtful neighbor. People don’t need to - or want to -
see your untidy garbage. Garbage should also always be bagged
and secured to help keep rodents away and spilled litter to a mini-
mum:

ORDINANCE: Section 22-2-45. Time limits for approved con-
tainers to remain at curb side.

“Properly stored domestic solid waste shall be collected by the
Department of Public Works. Owners and/or occupants of residen-
tial structures who receive curbside collection shall place approved
containers on a berm area not earlier than 6:00 p.m. on the day
before collection and shall remove the same not later than 9:00
p.m. on the day of collection.”

PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION of the above Ordinance

VIOLATION of Section 22-2-45 of this Code (above) is a
BLIGHT VIOLATION and is subject to a fine:

$200 for the first offense; $300 for the second offense; $500 for
the third offense, & $1,000 for the fourth or subsequent offense. In
addition, “Each day on which any violation of Section 22-2-45 of
this Code continues constitutes a separate offense and shall be sub-
ject to civil fines as a separate offense.”

Please note: if you are a handicapped senior, and need help taking
your container to the street and removing it, you can request a Spe-
cial Hardship Request to DPW and the City may arrange for work-
ers to help with this service. Restrictions apply. Asking a trusted
neighbor might also be a helpful resource for you!
